Race Report for the final round of the NORA British Supermoto Championship at Cadwell Park on 5th and 6th November 2011
After travelling to every Championship round this year doing the Michelin tyre support, Cadwell Park would be the end of a long hard Championship. This was deservedly won by Skyzone rider Chris Hodgson, who for me has shown his true potential this year. 
As he did last year, for a one off ride for the King of the Hill trophy, Christian Iddon was reunited with DCR and back on a Husaberg! Christian has had an excellent 2011 season riding for Tag Triumph in the British Supersport series. He would be joined by most of his Tag Triumph team for Cadwell. 
Practice went really well on the Saturday, as did qualifying on Sunday. After qualifying, team mechanic Andy Fawcett noticed a small crack appearing in the 650 crank cases. Although the bike was still running fine, we didn’t want to risk engine failure so we reverted to the spare bike which was the smaller 550 model.  
Race 1
The first race was led off by DCR supported rider Lee (Willo) Williams with Christian setting off in 4th place. After a few laps Christian moved through to 2nd place and was challenging Lee for the lead when Willo crashed. Christian and Chris Hodgson had a good close race to the finish, with Christian taking the win.
Race 2
After the 1st race Christian said he was having problems with the slipper clutch, which was a different one to what he was used to using, so this was re-fitted with a new unit. Christian was in 5th place into the first corner and soon moved through into 3rd place. This race was again being led by Willo with the new British Champion Chris Hodgson in second place.  Christian passed Chris, moving into 2nd place and went straight after Willo for the lead. The pass he made to take the lead at the top of the hill had to be seen to be believed! How two riders can get so close without knocking each other off was unbelievable, the crowd were screaming! At the finish it was Christian, Chris Hodgson and Willo.
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Race 3
After race two Christian had bent the gear selector shaft, so this had to be changed before race three. It seemed like he was doing it on purpose, to keep his dad Paul, Andy and myself busy! This time Chris Hodgson would lead the pack and Christian again took a 4th place start. After a couple of laps, moving through to second, he and Chris started to have a titanic battle. Christian passed Chris in his favourite place at the top of the hill, once he took the lead he maintained it to the finish, winning the King of the Hill trophy for the 4th year running.
Summary
Well done to the other DCR supported riders, Lewis Cornish and Andy Mitchell. Willo and Lewis would finish the season 4th and 5th in the Championship. Andy was not contesting all the Championship but can still put on a show in his old age! 
It was a day just like the old times with Paul, Andy and I rushing around trying to keep everything together so that the bike was right for Christian to go out and put on a show!
