Race Report for the 2008 Norasport warm up race at the Blyton race circuit
Hello, Supermoto race fans! Yes, it’s that time of year again when the DCR team take to the road for another years racing.

This year the DCR supermoto team has a complete change of riders. Joining us midway through last year for the last British round and the Irish winter series was popular north eastern rider Carl Shields. He would be joined at the start of this year with two new young riders Lee Cunliffe and Scott Woodacre. After a successful pre-seasons testing, the teams first outing would be at the Norasport non championship warm up race at Blyton, near Scunthorpe, Lincs.
Race 1
Scott took the hole shot and would lead for a couple of laps until he had a big slide and hit a truck marker, ripping off the rear brake lever. He tried to carry on but it was proving to be too dangerous so would have to pull in and regroup for the next race. Lee made a bad start as this was the first time he had done a racing start. He dropped back to 20th place but rode very well, catching back up, pursuing rider after rider and finishing 5th at the flag. Carl, on the other hand, made even harder work for himself, stalling on the start line he would start a quarter of a lap down on the rest of the field, but after 4 laps he caught up to the back of the field and tore through the pack up to 4th position at the flag.
Race 2
At the start, the lead was taken by KTM rider and last years champion, James Addy, closely followed by ex DCR rider Andy Mitchell. Not far behind the pair, were Lee and Carl. After 2 laps, Carl passed Lee and quickly moved into the lead! After opening up a 50 yard lead he fell off on the dirt section and would rejoin in 10th place. Lee, on the other hand, was riding really fast and caught up with Addy and Mitchell when it was Addys turn to bite the dust as he fell in the same place as Carl had, but this held Lee up a bit allowing Mitchell a 50 yard lead. Moving through the field, Carl was now up to third place and starting to catch Lee. With a quarter of a lap to go, Lee made a mistake and ran off the track just as it looked like second place was his. Lee rejoined the track in fourth and this is where he finished. 
Carl rode like a hero to finish second, but what happened to Scott I hear you ask? Well, Scott repaired the bike and got himself all revved up for the last race. Just before the start he got a phone call from his girlfriend telling him that she was putting him ‘off hire’! Ahh! I can hear you say! Poor lad, nobody deserves that just before a race! So let that be a lesson guys, if you don’t want a similar thing happening to you, just turn off your phone, it will just have to wait! Scott did finish ninth in the race by the way.
