Hi there race fans!
Sorry it’s been a while since my last report, it isn’t because we haven’t been doing anything, quite the opposite. In between race meetings we have been very busy changing things here at DCR so that we can offer even more services. The main one being a Dyno Test Facility, which I have to say is a really good help when setting up engines and carburetion on any type of bike (super motard, road bike, motocross, etc..), and there are lots more to come.
The last time I did a report was after the Three Sisters meeting in June when team leader Carl, who was riding with a broken collar bone, put in a true gritty performance to gain valuable points. With a month to go before the next round this would give Carl plenty of time to heal. Blyton in Lincs would be the next round on 22nd June. Carl rang me on the Monday before the event to say that he had been training hard and was now back to full fitness and couldn’t wait for the weekends racing. Then on Thursday Carl rang again to say, ‘Dave, you will never guess what has happened to me last night.’ I said, ‘You weren’t practicing last night, were you?’ ‘No,’ Carl answered, ‘I went to an employee’s house to pay him his wages, I was talking to the guy at the front door when a loud barking noise came from the rear of the house. It was the guy’s dog; an Alsatian…’ He had put the dog in the kitchen on Carl’s arrival, then it managed to escape through the open window. The dog came tearing around the front of the house and went straight for Carl, latching onto his right arm and shaking him like a rag doll. Lee on the other hand was riding well and was looking good, but another couple of crashes spoiled his results finishing 7th, 8th and 7th. Get Down Shep!
On a different note, I have been set a challenge to compete in as many different race events as possible on the same bike. To date, I have raced on the team FS550 in the local Lancs grass track club event and the Preston and District road race event at Three Sisters.
